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The City

The City of Seattle is surrounded by
spectacular natural beautyN several
large lakes, Puget Sound, and the
Cascade and Olympic mountain
ranges. The University campus, only
minutes from downtown, shares this
beautiful setting.

Seattle is noted for its mild climate:
long, clear and sunny summer days
along with its misty but relatively mild
wintry days. It rarely snows in the city
itself, although the sur-rounding
mountains, just an hour away, often
receive ogver ten feet

of snowN a skier's paradise.

The art community in Seattle is vital
and active. The city boasts humerous
galleries as well as major art
museums, including the Seattle Art
Museum and the Seattle Asian Art
Museum. A number of the galleries
receive frequent national coverage in
the important art periodicals, while the
museums are noted for their
sophisticated and often precedent-
setting exhibitions. Seattle public art
is nationally acclaimed, with several
organiza-tions committed to the siting
of public works throughout the region,
including the Washington State Arts
Commission, the Seattle Arts Com-
mission, the King County Arts
Commission, and the University of
Washington Campus Art Collection.
Through their combined efforts, the
following internationally renowned
artists are among those whose works
are included in public collections in the
greater Seattle metropolis: Siah
Armajani, Herbert Bayer, Jonathan
Borofsky, Louise Bourgeois,
Alexander Calder, Michael Heizer,
Robert Irwin, Henry Moore, Robert
Morris, Isamu Noguchi, Beverly
Pepper, Martin Puryear, Alexis
Rockman, Richard Serra, Buster
Simpson, James Turrell, George
Trakas, George Tsutakawa, and
Jackie Winsor, among many others.

Because of its seaport and geo-
graphic location, Seattle also has
arich mix of cultural and ethnic
influences. This city serves as a
major port for world trade to and from
San Francisco, Vancouver BC,
Alaska, and Asia, and as a result has a
pronounced cosmopolitan

and international flavor.

In addition to the visual arts, the city
has an internationally acclaimed
symphony and opera, along with
active theater, dance and film
communities.

The University

The Seattle campus of the University
of Washington occupies a 680-acre
tract, stretching between the shores of
Lake Wash-ington and Lake Union, in
an attractive residential area of the
city.

The University offers a full range

of undergraduate and graduate
programs to a student body of
approximately 39,000. The full-time
teaching faculty numbers 3,600.
Through admissions policies, the
University endeavors to increase
diversity in the student body.

A campus library system of over

five million volumes is housed in

the Suzzallo and Allen Libraries, the
Odegaard Undergraduate Library, the
Health Sciences Library, and 17
branch librariesN including the Art
Library located on the main floor of the
Art Building. Holdings include
archival materials and manuscripts,
maps, newspapers, microfilms,
research reports, media materials,
and government publications.

The Henry Art Gallery and the
Thomas Burke Memorial Washing-
ton State Museum are located on the
University of Washington campus.
The Henry Gallery, in addition to
bring-ing exhibitions of contemporary
and historical work in all media to the
campus and to the community, also
presents lectures, demonstrations,
and symposia. Its collection includes
European and American paintings and
prints as well as contemporary
American and Japanese ceramics.
The Burke Museum is devoted to the
collec-tion, preservation, and
exhibition

of the natural and cultural objects

of the human environment, with
emphasis on native peoples of the
Pacific region.

The School

The School of Art is a professional
school and an academic depart-ment
of the University of Washing-ton. As a
professional school it trains students
for careers in the visual arts. As a
School in the College of Arts and
Sciences it offers studio and lecture
courses leading to the degrees of
Bachelor of Arts, Bachelor of Fine
Arts, Master of Fine Arts, and, in Art
History, Master of Arts and Doctor of
Philosophy. All course offerings and
requirements are based on

the belief that awareness and
understanding of the visual arts

are necessary to a liberal arts
education.

The School of Art is comprised of

the Divisions of Art, Art History, and
Design, with 40 faculty, over 1300
undergraduate majors, and 100
graduate students. Art History itself
has 13 faculty, 110 undergraduate
majors and 45 graduate students. Its
faculty are widely published in books
and national journals. The program is
distinguished by its strengths in both
Western and hon-Western art history.
The studio faculty participate regularly
in invitational and juried exhibitions
and are represented extensively in
private and public collections. Faculty
and students annually exhibit their
work in the School of Artls
instructional gallery, named in honor
of the late Jacob Lawrence, renowned
emeritus faculty member.

Study in Rome

The Division of Art History offers
graduate and undergraduate students
the opportunity to study in Rome
during the Spring Quarter of each
year; the next Rome program will be
offered Spring 2007. Students live and
study in Rome for 10 weeks, visiting
museums, churches, and other sites
in nearby cities as well, accompa-nied
by an Art History faculty member.
The program is based at the UW
Rome Center, in the Palazzo Pio, an
historic 16th-century in the Campo de'
Fiori, Rome's most attractive open-air
market.

The Ph.D. program requires a minimum of 90 credits, as follows:
A minimum of 60 credits in art history in numerically graded courses numbered 400 and above, beyond the M.A.
Of these 60, at least 30 credits must be in 500-level art history or approved non-art history seminars

. A maximum of 20 credits in related fields (in numerically graded courses numbered 300 and above) may be
approved for credit in place of art history courses

. A minimum of 10 credits must be taken in an area other than areas to be tested by the General Examination

. All doctoral students are required to demonstrate a knowledge of either French, German or Italian, or of Chinese or
Japanese where appropriate; to demonstrate a research capability in a second language appropriate to the student!s
area of study as determined by the faculty; and to demonstrate a knowledge of any further languages judged
necessary by the faculty

. Finally, at least 30 dissertation credits must be taken

A General Examination, written and oral, will be taken when in the opinion of the student!s supervisory committee the
student!s background is sufficient to justify its undertaking. The fields to be covered will be determined in accordance
with the student!s interests and the faculty!s supervisory capabilities.

These requirements are minimum Ph.D. requirements for the Division of Art History. To be eligible for a degree in the
Graduate School, a gradepoint average of 3.0 in numerically graded courses numbered 400 and above is required.

As a general rule, no funding is available for international students.

Teaching Assistantships

The Division of Art History generally reserves teaching assistantships for continuing graduate students rather than first-
year students. TAships are usually awarded for one or two quarters, rarely for three, per academic year. Compensation
for doctoral students in the 2005-06 academic year was $1370 per month plus a tuition waiver (exclusive of $212/gtr. in
fees, which the student pays) and medical insurance for the period served. Application is made during Winter Quarter
each year for the following academic year.

Scholarships

All entering graduate students in Art History are eligible for a recruitment award for which one is nominated by the Art
History faculty; no special application is required. Continuing students are likewise eligible for a limited number of
tuition and other scholarships made available by the Graduate School on the basis of scholastic excellence. In all of these
cases, the faculty is notified of available scholarships and is asked to select candidates for screening; application is not
made by applicants or students.

Approximately $24,000 was distributed in 2005-06 to Art History students through the School of Art Scholarship
Committee on the basis of academic excellence or a scholarly project or academic presentation that goes beyond
ordinary curricular requirements. Continuing students apply early in spring each year; awards are announced in May.

Graduate students pursuing dissertations in American art history are eligible for research grants administered by the
Division of Art History. Funding for the grants has been provided to the Divisioin by the Henry Luce Foundation

Art History graduate students have established their own excellent record for obtaining outside grants, including funding
from College Art Association, Fulbright-Hays, Social Science Research Council, American Council of Learned
Societies, the Kress Foundation, the Japanese Ministry of Culture (Mombusho), Foreign Language and Area Studies
(FLAS), and others. Faculty and Graduate School counseling is available to assist in obtaining such grants. Information
about grant opportunities may be found in the Art History office and on the UW web site,
www.washington.edu/fellow/funding.htm#finding .
